This month I wanted 
to show you a layout that took less than thirty minutes to 
make, hopefully inspiring you to fi nd an hour of time in 
your routine to get at least one page a week made.

I used a busy patterned paper for my background, so 
it was important to create an anchor for my dogs and title. 
The brown cardstock for the top and bottom borders is torn 
and chalked. The dogs are paper pieced from a kit, and I 
added penwork and chalk to detail them. Chet’s picture 
has a thin white mat, and then is matted on torn brown 
cardstock. The majority of the title is printed onto tan card-
stock in brown ink, and cut into shapes that loosely match 
the dogs’ spots. I chose the words that emphasized my 
puppy theme in the title, and used black stickers to make 
them really stand out. Simple bone punches were used for 
the “...” in my title. Using the same font and ink as in my 
title, I printed the journaling and added it to the page.

In the rush to create memories, don’t put off the impor-
tant task of recording them for too long. Sooner than we 
would like to admit, our great-grandchildren will be look-
ing through our photos, and I know I don’t want mine to 
wonder, “Who are these people?”
