$15.

The same catalog offered a $29.95 set of six hats for little
girls to play dress-up and a $39.95 “Let’s Play Grown-up”
dress-up set in a trunk (listed at the very bottom of the ad
as 15x8x6 inches in size) filled with 15 items. US Toy in
Grandview, Missouri has such a huge array of hats and
“jewels” and other pretend stuff at such low prices you can
buy enough things to fill a real trunk. Call 1-800-832-0572
for their catalog.

A trip to a thrift store will usually provide a shawl,
purse, frilly skirt or dress to complete the package. It is
harder to decide what not to buy than it is to find dress-up
clothes. For our grandsons, we stuffed a copy paper box
full with every imaginable hat US Toy offered for less than
$25.

I recreated a $39.95 microwave bacon cooker with only
an 89 cent purchase of wooden chopsticks. The commercial
product consisted of a clear “box” with plastic rods extend-
ing from one side to the other side. You drape your bacon
over the rods and place the box in the microwave over a
paper towel. Great concept. High price.

My version of the bacon-cooker goes like this: Using one
of my microwave-safe bowls. I drape the strips of bacon
over the wooden chopsticks, balance the chopsticks across
the top of the bowl, place a paper towel over the top to cut
down on splatter, and proceed. It works great.

The food gift catalogs are another great source of
copycat ideas. I’ve only noticed one company listing the
weight of their gift popcorn and that’s understandable. The
two-gallon tin for $22.50 works out to 90 cents per ounce!
The same two-gallon can size of trio snacks (popcorn,
tortilla chips, and pretzels- all lightweight and space-
consuming) is $21.95!

Yes, the cans are cute. You can buy them at garage sales
and thrift stores for almost giveaway prices.

A dried fruit and nut mix in a decorative tin sells for $17
for 26 ounces. Want to give a similar gift? Choose the
combination you like and can afford, and locate a cute
container to put it in.

Try putting on your thinking cap before you peruse
your catalogs.

    What are some suggestions for demonstrating thankfulness among

Richard Stewart outlines a technique called Caring Days
to help foster thankfulness and enhance good interactions.
Caring Days has couples or family members perform
something nice for each person daily. To begin, call a
Family Night meeting (or couples meeting) and explain the
basic description of Caring Days.

Next, pass out paper and pencil to each person and
have them list at least 10 items that someone could do for
them that would show they care. The items should take no
more then a few minutes to do, cost little or no money and
not be controversial or be an object of disagreement.

Read each list out loud and review the items for any-
thing that might be disruptive, expensive, cause conflict,
etc. These items should be ruled out politely.

Instruct everyone that the caring items are to be per-
formed anonymously each day, with a different one done
daily. Do not check or count who has done what each day.
This will wreck the spirit of the activity. What is done
should be done out of caring without pressure. Parents
may gently remind children for a while to do it but gener-
ally an exciting introduction will motivate all to participate.

General compliments and thanks for acts of caring may
be given at the dinner table, before family prayer, or at
Home Evening though no one should be singled out.

Make copies of the lists and give one to each person.
You may also post the lists in a conspicuous place for all to
view as needed.

During Thanksgiving have everyone take a minute and
describe some of the things they noticed through out the
last month as a short review.

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House a Home by Rachel Ellis

What more charming touch can you add to your home
to note the changing seasons than a lovely wreath? A fall
wreath on the front door or over a mantel is a great touch,
and an inexpensive way to decorate. Following are instruc-
tions for a wreath that has plenty of visual appeal, plus the
great scent of eucalyptus.

1 Styrofoam wreath (18” x 21/2” by 2” thick)
1 bouquet of twigs
2 bouquets of linium
3 bouquets of autumn oak leaves
1 bouquet of oats or wheat
1 bouquet of eucalyptus

Start by pushing the twigs into the Styrofoam form
diagonally, about every 2 inches. Next fill the form with
autumn leaves in the same diagonal configuration. Place
the linium and oats around the inner part of the autumn
leaves. Finish the wreath with the eucalyptus leaves
around the center. Place all the elements in the same
diagonal way.

Dave’s Old Fashioned Buttermilk Pancakes

hanksgiving is the time in our nation
when families gather around the table

   and dietetically experiment on each
other. Why make the same boring recipes
that have been passed down for hundreds of
years when you can search the Internet for
new and exciting ones? You can kill two

birds with one stone by feeding your
family while using your freeze-dried
bananas from food storage.

I’m no stranger to experimenting on people. One year
my wife and I found a recipe for cranberry sauce that
required 3 tablespoons of prepared horseradish. No, that
was not a typo - prepared horseradish. It actually tasted
pretty good, except I accidentally got some wood in it. I
pushed the berries down in the blender with a wooden
spoon and part of the spoon was chopped into the concoc-
tion. I ran the blender for a long time to make sure no one
would get splinters. It was a big hit; everyone liked the
unique taste of sour cranberries, sweet sugar, spicy horse-
radish and fresh pine.

I love Thanksgiving for other reasons too. It’s the only
day when it’s OK to eat food on the couch whilst watching
football.

I don’t know nearly as much as
they do about the game, but I can still make the obvious
comments like:  “Great run!” and “You call that a pen-
alty?!” and “Honey we’re out of salami!” That last one is
the best.

Salami is one of my favorite foods. My father intro-
duced me to it, just like his father did to him. I don’t know
what animal(s) it comes from and I don’t care. I would like
to think of it as nature’s perfect food. It has its own wrap-
per, doesn’t need refrigeration (just cut off the mold) and
goes great with everything from cheese to cheese-in-a-can.
