from England but that they were not related to the family 
of Everymans in Virginia. Therefore no coat of arms. (There 
wouldn’t be one anyway since Coats of Arms are awarded 
to individuals, not families). As you can see, the YDNA tests 
have blown away most of the assumptions about the early 
Everyman families in America.

Are these discoveries a benefit, then, of the YDNA test? 
Absolutely, and it’s called accuracy. First, researchers can 
look at both Edward Everyman and Eliphalet Everyman as 
separate problems instead of trying to make them into one. 
Records show that Edward Everyman was in America by 
1664, apparently by himself. So researchers can now cast a 
wider net for his parentage – including overseas.

Eliphalet Everyman took an oath of allegiance in 
Connecticut in 1644, so the researcher will look for his 
parents to be a generation earlier than Edward’s. Many 
Everyman families resided all over England, so there is no 
need to search the same place for Edward’s and Eliphalet’s 
parents. The researcher may find a relationship further 
back, but there is no reason to expect one according to the 
YDNA.

Since the YDNA showed no relationship to the royal 
Everymans, the researcher can dump about seven “royal” 
generations from his database and make room for the correct 
ancestors. In fact, once the incorrect pedigree was dumped, 
it was easy to discover a skipped generation of Everymans in 
America and to add several generations on the wives’ lines.

Once many more Everyman men have submitted YDNA 
tests to the surname project, more connections can be made 
and perhaps more relationships thought to be true for 
generations can be released into the ether.

The family represented by the fictional surname, 
Everyman, is one of my ancestral families. Even though I 
cannot be tested for this family since I have no YDNA, the 
results of the YDNA test by others has resulted in a more 
accurate pedigree for me. So DNA testing can be a boon to 
research, but only if researchers understand this genealogical 
tool.

Initially, you must either find YDNA tests representing 
your ancestors through surname studies or company 
databases or take one or more DNA tests yourself. Of 
course, you may need to have a male relative take the test. 
Find YDNA surname projects by entering the following in 
a Google search: <your surname + surname project>. Also 
check Cyndislist.com for <Surname DNA Studies and 
Projects> to find others studying your surname.

Using YDNA results to increase the accuracy of a pedigree 
on the surname line is possible as shown by this example. 
For more information on how to make DNA work for you, 
and to understand what you will receive when you take a 
DNA test, see “Discover DNA” in the soon to be released 
ebook, The Least You Need to Do to Find Your Own True 
Ancestors.

		  Gather a stack of index cards. Write one of 
each term- heart, might, mind, strength on four of the cards. 
Write the scriptures that correspond with each term, as 
outlined in the lesson, on the remaining cards. Mix up the 
cards and place them upside down to form a small game of 
concentration. Create enough additional sets of index cards 
with the topic names on them for each family member.

	       Begin by asking the family to perform some type 
of physical exercise such as running in place or jumping 
jacks.

     ew York Times bestselling author, Jason F. Wright became a favorite among 
      readers with his first two national releases, Christmas Jars and The Wednesday 

Letters. Publishers Weekly has called his work, “heartening, wholesome, humorous, 
suspenseful and redemptive.” In his new novel RECOVERING CHARLES 
(Shadow Mountain Publishers; Hardcover; $21.95), Wright once again takes 
readers on a thought-provoking journey of love and loss and reveals the ultimate 
healing power of forgiveness. 

Luke Millward leads a seemingly care-free life as a successful photographer 
in Manhattan. He has traveled the world, made great friends, and has a 
wonderful reputation for his work—life could not be better. Yet there is more 
to Luke Millward’s story than he lets on—a troubled past lurks in the shadows 
holding painful memories of a childhood cut short by addiction, neglect, and 
depression—memories he doesn’t discuss, memories he has spent his adult life 
trying to forget.

That is until one fateful day when Luke receives an unexpected phone call 
from a stranger that forces open old wounds. It is August 2005 and New Orleans

       here are certain cultural traits that we as members 
       of the Church share. I would like to talk about one 
     of my favorites, no, not farm animal wood crafts in 

the kitchen, but crock pot cooking. I like to call it ‘crock pot’ 
because slow cooking seems to reflect poorly on the chef. 
“He’s a slow cooker” they say, slowly shaking their heads. I 
like to think that crock pot cooking isn’t so much about the 
slow but more about having patience; and since patience is 
a virtue it’s like two birds with one stone, which is delicious 
– so full circle once again! 

The whole purpose of a crock pot is that you can leave 
the food alone and it magically tastes good at the end. This 
might be considered a lazy approach to cooking but I want 
to counter with a “yeah” and a “so?” It is the lazy way to 
cook: you throw stuff in, twist a knob and bam! it’s done…
twelve hours later.

But the beautiful part of the cooking is that the flavors 
meld together, never to be cast asunder (sorry, I was 
watching British shows on PBS). So crock pot cooking is 
very forgiving to the chef, so it’s kind of the Bell Curve of 
cooking methods. One ingredient may outshine the others, 
but that doesn’t matter because cooking them all to death 
mellows them out.

Crock pots really shine on Fast Sunday. You put in a 
flavorless hunk of meat with some vegetables and walk out 
of the house without any discernable smells. Hours later 
you come back home to a waft of aromatic delights! (In the 
business we call this a ‘nose blitz’) You come out the hero for 
doing hardly anything! 

Since crock pots look harmless, most people take safety 
for granted. Crock pots actually get pretty warm. If you are 
ever warmed by one get to the faucet immediately and put 
lukewarm water on your skin and the sensation should

change slightly. Also, they can be quite heavy when they are 
full of food, just like me! So if the crock pot is too heavy, have 
your wife carry it, just like me! 

All this talk has made me hungry, twelve hours from 
now. So let’s get started on our recipe: 

1. Take a piece of meat that has no hope, like the Broncos. 
Sear it in a hot pan so it is browned and will give off the 
appearance that it was really cooked when it’s done. 

2. Turn your crock pot to low; this setting will raise the 
temperature of the meat to modestly cook it. It won’t kill 
the bacteria living there but will probably make them really 
mad. 

3. Stack loads of vegetables into the pot in a nice layered 
effect as supporting structures for the meat. Now take the 
vegetables back out and wash them, cause that’s just good 
hygiene. 

4. Once your support beams (carrots and onions) are 
in place, try to put the meat in the pot. You can’t, can you? 
Alright, cut off the edges and try again. Round peg, round 
hole. 

5. Put the lid on and walk away slowly. That meat you 
just wedged in there is going to create some pressure and 
will eventually explode. This explosion will actually help 
the cooking process. 

6. Serve! 

You may want to try some garnish or ‘nature’s whiteout’ 
on your creation. This masks the taste and if you use an 
entire palm fan, it can actually hide the food too. But don’t 
be embarrassed if it turns out badly, just tell everyone it’s 
‘slow cooking’ and they will all nod their heads knowingly. 
Buon’Appetito!
